Candidates can opt
for any approved NSS in India, at the time of
counselling.
60% route:
Upto 60% of the seats in approved NSSs will be
filled by those who are currently studying in the
approved NSS. They will be filled on the basis of
rank secured in School wise Merit List.
Domicile/Category are not considered for this
Merit List. Candidates are deemed to have opted
for the approved NSS where they are currently
studying (as indicated in their application form) for
admission under this route.
